When | purchased my 69 AMX (390, Go
Pak, T-10) there were “fiddley” things need-
ing attention, but

| was on the look-
out for an original
set of rear lou-
vers. | found
them on eBay in
fairly decent
shape but

needed re-
riveting, blasting (gently as they are delicate
aluminum) and painting.

| was initially very happy to have the original
hardware and “Dzus clip,” however installing
it was a chore. The clips shown in the at-
tached schematic latch over the edge of the
glass and | assume relied on the window
molding to retain them, which was far too in-
secure for my taste. My thought was to ep-
oxy to the windows but epoxy generally does
NOT adhere very well unless one ‘roughs' up
the surface. Do this to the glass and if some-
one wants to remove it the damage would be
there for all to see —ugly, ugly!

After weighing alternatives | decided on in-
dustrial silicone glue injected to form a
wedge under the trim, and thus retain en-
gagement of the clip over the glass edge
(max important.) Once the silicone set up |
added a 6 inch strap of Gorilla tape (see
pics.) So now the louvers are ultra-secure
and can be removed without leaving tell-tale
witness marks.

Also important is a secure enough mounting
which has the ability to “undo” the bot-
tom Dzus fasteners and hinge the louvers
up allowing one to clean the rear window
without the whole rig deciding to wander
about.

Positioning is not easy but cosmetically very
important. Locate the clip positions with them

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attached to the louvers as an assembly —
hold them temporarily in the desired location.
| used small pieces of gorilla tape again so

their positions would be retained in position.
Once the clips are located, release the lou-
vers and attend to the “permanent” attach-
ment of the clips.

There are, | am sure, alternate methods but
what my research told me was there have
been many “bootlace” approaches taken
most of which leave their irremovable calling
cards. This damage and insecure mount-
ings likely are why so few examples exist.
