1969 AMX 
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Here's a little factoid for automotive buffs or just to 
dazzle your friends.   
 
The four Goldberg brothers, Lowell, Norman, 
Hiram, and Max, invented and developed the first 
automobile air-conditioner. On July 17, 1946, 
the temperature in Detroit was 97 degrees.   
 
The four brothers walked into old man Henry 
Ford's office and sweet-talked his secretary into 
telling him that four gentlemen were there with the 
most exciting innovation in the auto industry since 
the electric starter.  
 
Henry was curious and invited them into his office. 
They refused and instead asked that he come out 
to the parking lot to their car. 
 
They persuaded him to get into the car, which 
was about 130 degrees, turned on the air con-
ditioner, and cooled the car off immediately. 
 
The old man got very excited and invited them 
back to the office, where he offered them $3 
million for the patent. 
 
The brothers refused, saying they would settle 
for $2 million, but they wanted the recognition 
by having a label, “The Goldberg Air Condi-
tioner,” on the dashboard of each car in which 
it was installed.    
 
Now old man Ford was more than just a little anti-
Semitic, and there was no way he was going to put 
the Goldberg's name on two million Fords. 
 
They haggled back and forth for about two hours 
and finally agreed on $4 million and that just their 
first names would be shown. 
 
And so to this day, all Ford air conditioners show -- 
Lo, Norm, Hi, and Max -- on the controls. 
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The 4th annual West Coast All AMC Car Show 
is now in the memory books. This year’s edi-
tion of the show was held on May 22, 2010, for 
the third year in a row at Wally Parks Mo-
torsports Museum, better known as the NHRA 
Museum. Along with all the great cars that en-
tered the show, the weather was also as awe-
some, just as the show director ordered! 
 
The show weekend started off on Friday with a 
trip to “The HAT” in Glendora where about 10 
cars showed up. The Hat is known for great 
Pastrami sandwiches and chili fries, which 
were sampled by many there.  
 
Saturday morning started with a pancake 
breakfast at the local airport for show officials 

to hash over final details for the day. By the 
time they arrived at the NHRA Museum the 
D.J. guy known as 8-track Carl was already 
setting up his music and song booth.  
 
Cars started arriving early and Randy Kirby 
was all over the lot getting everybody parked 
in their correct spots. By 10am the show was 
in full swing. About that time a truck pulling a 
trailer pulled in. We soon came to know there 
was a Metropolitan inside with a big block 
Chevy motor. Bryan Thatcher from Corona, 

the owner, fired up the rumpty rump motor and 
was parked up front and center. The car would 
win the Best of Show award at the end of the 
day. 
 
Also on display was a 1973 Hornet owned by 
Jeff McCullough of Riverside, CA. His Hornet 
had just returned from Baja Calif. where it had 
won 2nd place in its category in the race. It was 
still completely covered with its race dust! All in 
all there were many great cars, too many to 
remember all of them.  
 
And like a dummy I waited until the end of the 
day to take pictures and got tied up with show 
duties and never did pull my camera out of its 
case. The pictures you see here were from 
Linda Sufficool, Hobie Kaptan, Harvey 
Weinberger, Dave Chick, and John Caley. 
 
Thank you so much to Randy Kirby for getting 
the show t-shirts done and for parking the 
show cars on Saturday morning. And for Dave 
and Kati Chick and their two daughters, Ashley 
& Karley for running the registration tent and 
everything involved there.  
 
And for John Caley, Steve Fox, and Kim Selig-
mann for helping out wherever they were 
needed. Plans are already under way for next 
year’s show, which is set for the Saturday be-
fore Memorial Day weekend, May 21, 2011.
