The focus of our laziness—an annual 
AMC car show in the Phoenix area called the 
Cactus Classic, now in its 9th year of operation. 
The host of the show was the Cactus Cruisers, a 
chartered club of the American Motors Owners, a 
national AMC club. The Cruisers really put on a 
great show this year! 

 
Last year I motored out to Phoenix by myself on a 
Friday afternoon, spent the night sleeping in my 
car in a parking lot, before getting up early and 
cleaning my car for the show. This year was a 
whole different story. Leading up to the weekend 
get-a-way a bunch of the SoCalAMX members let 
it be known on the Yahoo Groups that they were 
going to make the journey there along with me.
